Otherwise, the Buyer may not pay the invoices sent electronically and frees itself of the responsibility for any damage caused to the Seller as a result of his negligence in connection with the ES authorisation , and it is not obliged to pay any interest, late payment interest or property sanctions (penalties, etc.).

3. If no APERAK report has been generated on sent documents, or if such report is negative, such documents are regarded as undelivered. Negative APERAK report means that the sent EDI report comprises data errors and the Seller is obliged to remove such errors and to generate a new EDI report, for which the Buyer generates APERAK report again.
